PSY 3101 is being removed as a program requirement (although not being deleted from the Bulletin at this time). This decision was made by the program faculty due to several complications related to the course: (a) the course caused logistical difficulties for students due to regular conflicts with other required courses, (b) the course has been a bottleneck for students, delaying their progress through the program (i.e., we have had long waitlists of students who needed the course that we could not accommodate), (c) the course is not financially viable, (d) based on recent indirect assessment data, the course content (i.e., learning to use statistical software) is not relevant for the majority of our students and their career goals.
