The traditional program will remain in place, so our plan is to convert the traditionally-offered HP courses to the 7-week carousel that AP requires.  Most general education requirements are already offered through AP for other degree programs.  There are a few major requirements that are offered by other departments that are not yet offered through AP (denoted with a # symbol), and we have received email agreements from the department chairs of DPEM, NS, PHIL, and HLTH to offer these courses through AP.  We are aiming to avoid additional use of adjunct faculty members, but we do have two classes already taught by the same long-time adjunct*, and they will assist with the offering of these courses through AP.
