Change the options for additional social studies content course for Elementary Education BSE majors to limit it to geography or economics content.

4.Justification – Please provide details as to why this change is necessary. 
Licensure requires passing the Praxis Elementary Education Multiple Subjects, including test # 5004, Social Studies.  #5004 content is listed as: (I) US History, Government and Citizenship; (II): Geography, Anthropology and Sociology (with the content outline leaning very heavily toward Geography); (III) World History and Economics.  

Candidate performance on the Social Studies subtest, has been the lowest of the four multiple subject exams (Reading Language Arts, Mathematics, Science, Social Studies).    We believe it may be related to students completing the allowed general education social studies content courses such as Mass Communications, Psychology and Sociology, which have limited if any content reflected on the licensure exam.  We wish to narrow the choices to courses which have specific content reflected on the #5004 licensure exam.
