Our degree program is currently in excess of what our peer programs require of their students, and is also in excess of what is required by our accrediting body, NAST.  Students are also heavily involved in our production program which requires a significant time commitment that is not reflected in the overall credit hour allocation for the major.  The new curriculum will create a more reasonable workload for students and align us with best practices in the discipline.  In addition, due to recent staffing changes and reductions, the revised curriculum proposed here will allow us to address departmental learning outcomes without compromising the quality of instruction.
