CALL TO ORDER 
The meeting was called to order at approximately 3:03 by Chair Bailey. 
 
APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES 
Chair Bailey called for corrections or additions to the March 2, 2001 
minutes.

that he had asked a question about the discrepancy in this years 
calendar in regards to mid-terms and grades being due before the end of 
mid-term week.   
 
REPORTS 
Chair Bailey read a report from Mary Jean Rutherford on the Handbook 
committee reapportionment for the senate for next year.  The report was 
distributed.   The senators had questions about the accuracy of some of 
the column headings.  The report was sent back to the committee to 
correct errors.  
 
There was discussion as to the number of faculty positions gained or 
lost over the last few years. Chair Bailey will ask the Senate Finance 
Committee to investigate and report.  
 
Senator Sartorelli asked if committee reports could be distributed to 
senators before meetings.   Also that visiting administrators be asked 
to furnish handouts or summaries of prepared comments before the senate 
meetings so that they can be distributed to senators.  Chair Bailey said 
he would try and do this.  
 
Chair Bailey announced that he had received all of the drug testing 
policy petitions and will deliver them to Dr. Wyatt as soon as possible. 
 
OLD BUSINESS 
 
Senator Maynard reminded the senate that SB 448 has left the committee 
and will go before the state senate.  He encourages faculty senators to 
support the bill with continued contacts to legislators. 
 
NEW BUSINESS 
Nomination committee presentation of nominations for Faculty Association 
Candidates.  One candidate for each office was presented.

President Elect -- Bob Bennett, Arts & Sciences   
 
There was discussion about the lack of volunteers for these positions 



and the time of service involved.  Senator Wang made the motion was made 
to accept the two candidates. Brown second.  The motion carried. 
 
Chair Bailey will email the faculty to notify them of these two 
candidates and the opportunity for faculty to file a petition by April 
10 if they also wish to be a candidate for office. 
 
The Faculty Handbook has been delivered to Academic Affairs for clerical 
review. The question was raised as to if the Handbook would come back to 
the faculty for review before it goes to the board for vote.  It had 
been agreed that it was to come back faculty before the board vote.  It 
was also requested that the Faculty Handbook revisions be distributed to 
senators as soon as possible. Senator Maynard will forward the revisions 
to the AAUP legal counsel for review and comment.
